1. Current Position: The Clerk had circulated an up-to-date account showing the
current position, with expenditure at £12,702.04 from income totalling £6,624.45, balance
£14,702.29 comprising CIL Reserve £6,114.68, Election Reserve £750.00, Play Area Reserve
£2,500.00 and General Reserve £5,337.61. End of year General reserve should be of the order
of £4,500
2. Banking Arrangements: Barclays in Stamford is closing in April, and we need to
make new arrangements. The Clerk had written to LRALC outlining the problems, including
the need for online access. Their response suggested that many councils were now using
Unity Trust Bank because of their online facilities — the drawback was that they charge £6
per month, whereas we currently pay no charges. AR proposed that the Clerk should pursue
this possibility and report to the next meeting.
